

HGTV’s "Restore America" Comes to National Radio

A New Short- Format Radio Feature will be On-site at Home Restorations 

that Range from Historic to Outrageous.

New York City - October 4, 2006 - HGTV and IN2itiv Films, New York will produce a daily, two-minute national radio feature called "On-Site with Restore America".  Based on HGTV’s public affairs initiative, Restore America, the feature will present remarkable stories of historic home restorations and interviews with those who have taken up the challenge. The new feature, hosted by Jeff Woodman, also will provide interesting and valuable information designed to entertain and educate. The series premiered nationally on October 2nd.

Across the landscape of America there are decades-old and centuries-old houses, churches, factories and other structures that have stood the tests of time. Chosen by people with vision and determination, these often-threatened historic structures have been  restored and transformed into beautiful homes of comfort and historic value.  This is a classic grass-roots movement in America - evolving from both the collective desire to preserve history, and the excitement and challenge of restoration.

"On-Site with Restore America" will be heard in all forty-eight states - satellite syndicated by Radio America in Washington, D.C to over 300 radio stations. Stories will come from HGTV's Restore America initiative aimed at restoration of historic structures as a part of helping to revitalize communities, and from the National Trust for Historic Preservation, which has been on the front line of the battle to preserve America's structural history for more than 56 years.  Restoration stories also have been collected from people across America.  Features will include on-site interviews with homeowners, architects, contractors, historians and others involved in the challenging restorations.
